I appeared to a.ssist the Police Dieoipline Board on the 7th 
September last, when it sat at Mildura to hear the disciplinary charges 
against the above-named member. The Board was constituted by Mr. McArdle, 
S.M. a.nd Superintendent Robertson. Detective Sergeant :Barritt. '118.S 

represented by Mr. D. Barritt of counsel. 

The Board dismissed. the first charge. on the basis that 
it was not satisfied beyond reasonable doubt of the necessity to 
prosecute Ca.llipari. Detective Sergeant Barritt ga.ire evidence to the 
effect that Callipari had given a satisfactory explanation for his 
pos-session of the relevant property, and that he, Barritt, considered 
that the charges were not warranted. 

The �~�o�a�r�d� found the third charge proved, and at its 
invitation, 1 withdrew the second eharge, since it was of opinion that 
the second and third charges were virtually alternatives. 

No conviction was recorded against :Barritt, and the matter 
was adjourned until the 22nd February, 1973, on condition that he be 
of good behaviour in the meantime. 
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
